In 1st and 2nd Chronicles it is used in context of “setting your
heart on seeking the Lord” What do you think this expression means?
Is it a one-time decision of an ongoing process? (1 Chron. 22:19; 2
Chron. 11:16)

2. In Matthew 6:33, Jesus says to “seek ye first the Kingdom of God…”
What do you think Jesus meant when making this statement? Look
below.
“Jesus ‘earliest announcement, "The time has come… The kingdom
of God is near. Repent and believe the good news!" ( Mark 1:15 ; cf.
Matt 4:17 ; Luke 4:42-43 );the prayer Jesus taught his disciples, "your
kingdom come" ( Matt 6:10 ); in the Beatitudes, "for theirs is the king-
dom of heaven" ( Matthew 5:3 Matthew 5:10 ); at the Last Supper, "I
will not drink again of the fruit of the vine until that day when I drink it
anew I the kingdom of God" ( Mark 14:25 ); and in many of Jesus'
parables ( Matthew 13:24 Matthew 13:44 Matthew 13:45 Matthew
13:47 ; Mark 4:26 Mark 4:30 ; Luke19:11 ).”
